Chair Willecke opened the meeting at 7:00 pm
1.        Public Hearing:


Transfer Station Fees & Closures:  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated she received a letter from Town Administrator, Harry Terkanian, stating the Selectmen voted for a $25.00 fee for the first vehicle, additional $10 for a second vehicle and an additional $35.00 for a third vehicle.  The Board approved the other fees.  Janet Drohan expressed concern about not having enough data, taking into consideration the $40.00 for the recycling fee.  Chair Wilecke stated Wellfleet will have the lowest sticker fee of all towns on the Cape.  Gary Locke moved to accept the Selectmen’s recommendation of $25.00; seconded by Richard Willecke; Janet Drohan again expressed her concerns about the town being able to maintain the $25.00 sticker fee; vote 2-1.   
Closure of the Transfer Stations:  Chair Willecke reviewed the DPW request for closure of the transfer station for 2 days during the off season.  Jeremy Young stated he sees an issue in the September/October timeframe for the transfer station to be closed on Wednesdays and Thursdays due to the number of people still in town.  He stated September rentals have increased over the last 5 years and the restaurants are all open into October.  He also pointed out contractors require a place to dispose of their supplies/debris.  Agent Greenberg-Lemos agreed this is a valuable point.  Agent Greenberg-Lemos will discuss this with the DPW Director, possibly having a timeframe opened on Wednesdays for Commercial trash.  Gary Locke moved to have further discussion at the next meeting; seconded by Janet Drohan; passed 3-0.

Variance:
Orr, 320 North Circuit, Map 24, Parcel 111
 
Jason Ellis represented the applicant and stated this project had been before the Board in the fall of 2013.  The property has been sold and the new buyer is opting to remove the existing dwelling and build on the same footprint.  The existing well is within the road layout of Circuit Road and the proposed septic system is close to the abutting property.  The well can now be relocated to the south side of the property and an Advantex system will be used for the upgrade.  This would reduce the number of variances requested in 2013.  The new owners would like the dwelling to be considered   a two bedroom design.  Attorney Ben Zehnder stated he would like to request the Board not take a vote tonight so it allows the abutters legal counsel to review the application.    Zehnder stated the loft area has been previously used as a bunk room with 4 beds.  The elevation of the new house will be increased 2 feet and the master bedroom would be located upstairs with an open area on the first floor.   Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated the building department’s paperwork identifies this as a one bedroom dwelling.  Ellis stated the leach field is designed for 220 gpd.  Willecke stated he is uncomfortable with calling this is two bedroom dwelling due to the previous approvals/paperwork.  Gary Locke moved to continue to May 14, 2014 and to have the owner return the 6-month waiver; seconded by Janet Drohan; passed 3-0.

Business:


Swap Shop Discussion:  
Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated the area was unsanitary and there was a lot of rubbish around the building.  She stated other towns have limited times with volunteer monitors.  Lydia Villante stated she visited several towns’ swap shops and stated they have ample volunteers and are only on the weekends.  She suggested doing a pilot with monitors/disposable managers to check on the incoming items.  There are currently no volunteers for Wellfleet’s swap shop.  Chair Willecke recommended meeting with Mark Vincent for further discussion.  Gary Locke stated if the building were cleaner and more modern, people would utilize it the right way.  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated there is capital money allocated for 2015 to replace the building.   It was suggested putting information on the town bulletin board, having an article in the Cape Codder, and promote volunteers via the community radio, as well as e-mails.  Further discussion will be on the May 14 agenda.

6. Correspondence

A gentleman who had received a PAYT violation letter stated the bylaws are not clear.  He also stated he is aware of the one-time user fee of $5.00 but did not know  where or who you pay when depositing the black bags.  He does not feel the violation fee is enforceable.  He stated no person came out to him asking for money.  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated the town has added information on the town web site to pay the person in at the transfer station.     
Agent Greenberg-Lemos distributed information regarding fertilizers and requested the Board review the paperwork.  

Comments on “appointed” or “elected” positions on the Board of Health regarding the Town Warrant.  It is not clear if members would finish their terms if the warrant passes in favor of an elected board and when elections would take place.  This change in an appointed Board versus an elected Board would require the Attorney General’s approval. Discussion included what would the process be for the transition and would the Selectmen take responsibility for the Board of Health in the interim of an elected Board.  
The Board of Selectmen made 5 recommendations of PAYT, which the Board of Health never received.  They included reaching out to commercial haulers with a mediator for a common ground, diapers for free, assistance to large families, investigate the strength of the PAYT bags, and strofoam recycling.  These items will be reviewed at a future meeting.  

Gary Locke moved to adjourn at 8:30 pm; seconded by Janet Drohan; passed 3-0.
