Chair Willecke opened the meeting at 7:00 pm
I. Title V Variances Requests
Lis, 49 Briar Lane, Map 14, Parcel 24.  Jason Ellis represented the applicant and reviewed the 11 variance requests.  He stated that this project was before the board previously and a plan approved.  The previously approved plan had a well located 75’ from the SAS.  This plan leaves the well in its current location 38’ from the proposed SAS. The property owner wanted to keep the well in its existing location until town water was available to his property.  The Board voted unanimously to deny the application. 
Orr, 320 N. Circuit, Map 24, Parcel 111 (Cont’d).  Jason Ellis represented the applicant and stated the abutter reviewed the plan and is satisfied with the design.  He stated this will be a one bedroom dwelling and an Advantex I/A system with UV  treatment is being proposed.  The UV light was requested by the abutter.  Gary Locke moved to approve the J. C. Ellis Design Plan dated 02/17/14 and grant the three variances requested in J. C. Ellis Design letter of 03/28/14 for the upgrade of a septic system to serve a one (1) bedroom structure, a grandfthered, nono-conforming dwelling using Advantex denitriciation technology under the general approval category subject to the following conditions:

1) Design flow is to be limited to 221.37 gpd, to serve one (1) bedroom.

2) No increase in habitable area without Board of Health review.

3) The well water shall be tested and found potable, with results copied to the Health Department, prior to issuance of the Disposal Works Permit.

4) Any restriction in design flow and all conditions shall be recorded against the deed for the property at the Registry in Barnstable, and proof of deed recording shall be submitted to the Health Department prior to the issuance of the Disposal Works Permit.
5) A copy of a 3 year operation and maintenance contract with a certified wastewater operator shall be submitted to the Health Department prior to issuance of the Disposal Works Permit.  The system is to be equipped with a modem and auto dialer programmed to automatically call the maintenance company if alarm conditions occur.  Monitoring shall be quarterly for effluent for the following parameters:  temperature, pH, nitrate, ammonia, BOD, TSS, Total Nitrogen and TKN.  The influent shall be sampled for these parameters biannually.  The schedule for monitoring shall be quarterly for the first 2 years of operation, semi-annually for the next 2 years, and 1 sample annually from then on.  If sampling data results exceed maximum effluent discharge limits, a system modification will be required.  The Board of Health will evaluate limits that are exceeded twice in a years time.  Upon transfer of deed this schedule shall be restarted.  All results copied to the Health Department and the Barnstable County Department of Health and the Environment, with data provided in what format is acceptable to those agents.  Any other sampling per DEP approval.   A service contract shall be established for the UV disinfection unit.  
 seconded by Janet Drohan, passed 4 to 0  

II. Business
Transfer Station Schedule:  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated she discussed the suggestion of remaining open seven days a week until Oysterfest with Mark Vincent.  The board requested Agent Greenberg-Lemos find out the total tonnage from Labor Day weekend to Oysterfest for the past two years.  
PAYT – Selectmen Recommendation:  Chair Willecke reviewed the 6 items from the Board of Selectmen’s recommendations:
1. Create a community compost at the Transfer Station:  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated there are state regulations that require concrete pads for the compost containers to be placed on among other things.  Watts Family Farm is an example of a company that will pick up compost from Town.  This compost collection would include only food items, but there is a cost.  The permit for the transfer station would also have to be amended and there is an outstanding concern about vermin.  Chair Willecke motioned to write a letter  to the Board of Selectmen supporting food/kitchen scrap collection in the future; seconded by ?; passed 4-0.     

2. Investigate regionally recycling of Styrofoam:  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated there would have to be 3500 pounds for recycling to work.  The cost is also prohibitive.  The Board is in favor of the idea; letters were written to local business owners to avoid using Styrofoam but many were not favorable to the request, and the Board recommended sending a letter to David Quinn recommending regional recycling.  
3. Investigate strength of bags:  discussion took place regarding the amount of refuse placed in the bags and there have not been too many people complaining about the strength.  The company supplying the bags will replace the bags.  Chair Willecke stated he didn’t think any action should be taken by the Board.
4. Reach out to commercial haulers to make more palatable to them:  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated she has not had much contact recently with the haulers.  Janet Drohan pointed out many of the haulers had issues based on their own companies and not the PAYT program.  She also recommended the haulers be monitored.    The Board felt it is too early and data needs to be compiled to take any action at this point.   It was recommended sending a questionnaire/survey to the haulers in the fall of 2014.  

5. Diaper bags for seniors / children:  Discretion will be made by the Health Agent for distribution of free bags.  
6. Reduce sticker fees for families of 3 or more:  It is difficult for the Board to determine the size of a family and their needs.  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated so far, six (6) people have requested free bags and she has an open door policy to the town residents.  After a year’s data, the Board may address this issue again.
Response to complaints at 150 Cottontail Road:  Chair Willecke read a letter written by the Health Agent about the property and complaints made into the record .  Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated she, her staff and the Animal Control Officer have made numerous site visits and have found the property to be in compliance with the regulations.  Lezli Rowell referred to Board of Health regulations regarding stables and manure management and felt if no citations have been issued, then it is not an issue for the Board of Health.  Laura Parker, abutter and complainant, stated the manure is not picked up on a daily basis, the trailer is not moved frequently, and she is concerned with both health and conservation issues.  Lezli Rowell moved that the complaints are unfounded and the property not be further inspected other than the normal annual inspection; seconded by Gary Locke, passed 4-0.     
Agent Greenberg-Lemos stated Paul Lindberg has volunteered to be on the Swap Shop ad hoc committee which will start after the high season.
