Minutes of Meeting on Wednesday, November 5, 2014

Chair Gerald Parent called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.

Minutes 
Reinhart moved to approve the amended minutes of October 1, 2014.  Morrissey seconded, and the motion carried 3-0-1.

Mail

Jan Morrissey reviewed items in the mail.  Harry Terkanian had sent a memo regarding the Safety Study for the Main St.- Route 6 intersection; he directs interested parties to the Town website.     

Howard Court Discussion

Chester Lay of Slade Associates explained the As-Built plan1 for the layout of Howard Court in the Hahn subdivision.  He presented photos of the cul-de-sac  and other areas where erosion might occur.   Planning Board members discussed the road with him particularly regarding the waivers.  Mr. Lay said he and the Hahns would like to have all the lots released through the covenant.  The Board prepared a list of requirements2 that need to be met before they would release the covenant for the lots. The original East Cape drainage plan was reexamined.  It showed some of the drainage specifications requested.   If there are inspection reports available, the Board is interested in seeing them.  The Board reviewed the pavement specifications in the Subdivision Regulations.  Mr. Lay will provide the actual depth of the paving that was done, and Planning Board is in receipt of his list of suggested upgrades to be completed.   

Correction for Release of Covenant for Whereaway Lane

Because of an error in registering the correct Release of the Covenant form for Whereaway Lane, the Board had to resign Form F.3  There is no reopening of the decision; however, an abutter had written a message about signage for the new portion of the road and about the T at the end of the road.  

Picard moved to sign the covenant and request that a sign indicating “Whereaway Lane Extension” be placed at the beginning of the new road.  Reinhart seconded, and the motion carried 5-0.  

The Board discussed revisiting and revising the Subdivision Regulations on a number of points.  

Recommendation for 100 Paine Hollow Rd.4
Alfred Picard said that he objected to the transfer of 100 Paine Hollow (Map 29, Parcel 498) to the Housing Authority because the lot is not going to help with an access driveway into the Paine Hollow Affordable Housing site.  He recommended a taking of Lewis Paine Rd. as the access to the property.   The Board discussed this possibility.  

Pickard  moved to recommend the transfer of 100 Paine Hollow Rd. (Map 29, Parcel 498 ) to the Housing Authority  and strongly recommend that the access to Paine Hollow Affordable Housing be changed to Lewis Paine Rd., which would be obtained through a taking and that consideration be made to placing the housing project on that side of the property. Larson seconded, and the motion carried 5-0. 

FEMA Bylaw Amendment

Consultant Patrice Carson had received material from Colleen Bailey regarding the FEMA bylaw references to the 4th edition of the State Building Code when it should be the 9th edition.  This will be discussed at the next PB meeting.

Home Occupation Bylaw Revision

Jan Morrissey reviewed changes in the Home Occupation and Service Trade Bylaws.5  Janet Reinhart recommended forwarding the bylaws to Harry Terkanian to send to Town Counsel for review.

Pickard moved to send the Home Occupation and Service Trades Bylaws to Town Counsel.  Reinhart seconded and the motion carried 5-0.  

Bylaw Revision

Jan Morrissey said that she had spoken to Harry Terkanian about problems in the latest version of the Zoning Bylaws, and he promised to have them corrected.

Agenda for Next Meeting

Agenda for the next meeting on November 19, 2014 will include: Discussion with MA Housing Partnership representative; Safety Study for the Main St. & Rte. 6 Intersection; FEMA bylaw changes; Definition of Dwelling; Home Industry; and the Covenant Release for Howard Court.
